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House and Senate panels continue looking into Gulf spill

WASHINGTON -- The ongoing oil spill and how much crude
is spewing into the Gulf of Mexico remains a focus on Capitol Hill.

Congressman Edward Markey says BP's lowball numbers early
on clearly were wrong.

A House panel that's looking for ways to clean up oil spills hears
today from actor Kevin Costner.

The "Waterworld" star has tens of millions of dollars invested in
a centrifuge he says can clean oil from more than 200-thousand
gallons of water a day.

Costner's been working on the machine for years, preliminary
tests reportedly have gone well and BP has been giving it a look.

Another hearing will focus on liability and financial responsibility,
while Interior Secretary Ken Salazar goes before a Senate panel
where he can expect some tough questions about the
administration's handling of the entire matter.
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
